This choice is the best answer because the past tense verb "was" is consistent with the past tense verbs in the previous sentence.

This choice is the best answer because the present tense verb "features" is consistent with the verbs in the rest of the sentence.

· does not own

This choice is the best answer, because the present tense verb "does" remains consistent with the present tense verb "is," which appears earlier in the sentence.
